Healthcare Costs Put US at 

Competitive Disadvantage 

R ising healthcare costs are one of the top 

cost pressures facing U.S. businesses today. 

These costs not only inhibit job creation and 

growth, but according to the Business Roundta-

ble’s Health Care Value Comparability Study re-

leased March 12, costs and performance of the 

US healthcare system have put America’s com-

panies and workers at a significant competitive 

disadvantage in the global marketplace. 

Employers know their costs and ability to provide 

health benefits affect their ability to compete and 

to simply keep the doors open. They know their 

competitors may have better tools to manage 

these costs, but may not know how to find their 

own solutions.

Talking Points on SB 43, Prevailing Wage Expansion in Enterprise Zones and TIF Districts 

 

This legislation has passed the Senate on a partisan roll call and is now in the House awaiting assignment to commit                                      

tee.  Rep. John Fritchey (D-Chicago) is the lead sponsor 

The bill, as written, will require most businesses located within a TIF district or Enterprise Zone* to pay prevailing wage                  

on construction and maintenance projects. 

The bill requires payment of prevailing wage even when the employer receives no assistance from the district or zone 

(i.e., the projects are 100% privately financed). 

The only employers exempted from the requirement are businesses that were located within the district or zone bounda-

ries prior to establishment of the district or zone and smaller housing units.  These exemptions would come under pressure in 
the next year or two, in the opinion of the Illinois Chamber. 

In the case of enterprise zones, the bill crosses a very dangerous line.  Because most benefits in zones are tax exemp-

tions, the state would be declaring that utilizing tax exemptions or credits should trigger prevailing wage.  In effect, state pol-
icy will declare that private funds retained by an employer are in fact ―public funds.‖  

This policy change will throw the entire tax code up for grabs.  If the state were to declare exemptions in zones triggering 

prevailing wage, there is no philosophical reason it would not follow the same course with all other exemptions and credits in 
the tax code. 

Requiring prevailing wage for 100% privately funded projects, together with tying prevailing wage to the use of tax ex-

emptions threatens the viability of TIFs and zones.  At a time when Illinois has lost more than 120,000 jobs in the last six 
months, why would the legislature threaten to kill two vital economic development tools? 

The Illinois Chamber has offered a reasonable amendment to Labor and the Senate sponsor.  

The amendment would increase the amount of prevailing wage projects in many TIFs, even those that currently have an 

assistance threshold that triggers a prevailing wage requirement. 

Everyone who cares about job creation should be pressing for an amendment to SB 43.  All representatives should 

press Rep. Fritchey and organized labor for substantial changes to this bill. 

 

*The bill currently applies only to a narrow set of enterprise zones associated with closed military facilities.  This is likely 
an oversight by the proponents that is likely to be corrected.
